Let's think about the environment!
 
We are all aware that what we do impacts the environment and people are starting to make purchasing decisions based on that. Some of our customers are looking for 'eco' solutions for their promotional goods requirements and for us in the Lanyard business this generally means we are asked about Bamboo. This  generally comes from the Far East and is usually printed using solvent based inks. It's usually quite rough and not very nice to wear against the skin!

A tick in the 'eco' box needs to consider more than just the material that a product is made from – this is really important.

Flying anything 5000 miles from China is not great for the environment and selecting Bamboo as and 'eco' solution is not always going to be as eco as they think!

 
So – here's why we think we have a better 'eco' proposition for you.

· Everything we use arrives here NOT by plane. Good start.

· Our polyester ribbon is recycleable and we also have RPET. The polyester, the safety break and the clips we use are all recycleable.

· All our inks are water based and NOT solvent based.

· Our factory is powered by a 40KW  solar array and our heating is from a Biomass burner.

· All our waste paper and ribbon is sent for recycling.

· We use no plastic in our lanyard packaging and everything in the box and including the box is recycleable.

· None of our staff live more than 8 miles away and some cycle and walk to work (including me!)
 
Finally the Pandas in China are suffering because of destruction of their habitat. So why buy a bamboo lanyard – it’s crackers?
